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2000 Annual Meeting and Awards Banquet

The Annual Meeting of the members of the NNJSRA and the annual Awards Banquet of the Association were held in
the hallowed clubhouse of the renowned Orange Lawn Tennis Club in South Orange on Friday evening, May 12, Over
40 members, spouses and friends were in attendance. Association President Peter Twombly presided as chairman of the
meeting.

The President introduced the trustees and officers of the Association, as well as the area squash pros who were in at-
tendance, including Geoff Mitchell and Tan Brown of The Chatham Club and Brad Easterbrook and Dave Broderick of
the Short Hills Club.

At the meeting current trustees John Cosmi, David Kerr, Larry Klink and Peter Twombly were re-elected as trustees,
and Duane Rouba was elected as a new trustee, each to serve three-vear terms in the Class of 2003, The trustee candi-
dates had been recommended by the Nonunating Committee consisting of Robert Penotti, Peter Twombly and Robert
Pyle, Chairman. The President also announced that after many years of valued service to the Association, trustee Ray
Weglein had decided not to stand for re-election due to his heavy teaching schedule at Farleigh Dickinson University.

Subsequently members adopted an amendment to the By-Laws of the Association providing for the ultimate disposi-
tion of the assets of the NNJSRA should the Association ever decide upon a dissolution. The purpose of the amendment
15 to permit the Association to qualify as an exempt organization for sales and use tax purposes in the State of New Jer-
sey. Such qualification in tum would save the Association meney upon the purchase of goods and services for spon-
sored tournaments and other events in the State. [It was stressed once again at the meeting that no dissolution of the As-
sociation 1s contemplated by the Board of Trustess. In fact, the Association has never been healthier |

After some brief remarks by the President highlighting the growth m membership and increase in league participation
during the past year, Vice President David Kerr presented plaques to the winning and finalist teams in the various fall/
winter and winter/spring leagues, The names of all the teams and their captains are carried elsewhere in this issue

Messrs, Twombly and Kerr then announced the selection by the respective league chairs and the Beard's Executive
Commuttee of the coveted MVP awards in each of the leagues as follows: A/B softball (fall) - Thierry Bilbault; A/B
softball (spring) - Rob Goodwin; C softball - Bart Chase; D sofiball - Serafin Valdes; and hardball - Larry Klink.

Although the Association had bestowed annual Sportsmanship awards earlier in the 1990°s, 1t had not done so in re-
cent years. Returning to a former cherished tradition, Sportsmanship awards were announced by David Kerr, again on
behalf of the respective league chairs and the Executive Committee but irrespective of league, division or skill level, as
having been won by Chandy Bramwell, Tom Dolan, Jr. and Michael Bain.

Finally, David Kerr and John Cosmi announced the Ranking Committee’s eagerly awaited prelimmary rankings for
the 1999-2000 playing season. Cosmi, who was Ranking Committee Chairman, Kerr, Paul Achenbach, Michae] Bain,
Michael Bamet and Ray Weglein compiled the rankings. The final rankings for the season, including the names of those
players promated to a higher level of competition for the next season, as approved by the Executive Committee, are set
forth elsewhere i this 1ssue.

Following cocktails a sumptuous and delicious buffet was served in the terrace room and enjoyed in the living room
of the Redmond mansion on the grounds at Orange Lawn, which itself was the home of a solitary squash court until the
court was unfortunately removed during the 1240°s to house the machinery for the elub’s first swimming pool. Between
the main course and dessert President Twombly presided over the drawing of a large number of door prizes generously
donated by the pros from The Chatham Club and others, Everyone enthusiastically congratulated Stu Schloss, who once
agam proved to be the “host with the most,” and the Orange Lawn Tenmis Club for an event which by popular acclaim
was the best banquet ever!
