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2001 National Hardball Squash Championships

Seven NNJSEA members attended the 2001 National Hardball
Squash Championships held February 23-25 al Wesleyan
University, Middletown, Connecticut.  Enthusiastic hardball
players from Texas, WMNebraska, Massachuseits, Virginma,
Pennsylvania, Wew York and Canada, as well as New Jersey,
came in search of a national title.
Co-chairmen Bob Rosenbaum and Ken Borst from Connecticut
ran a successful and memorable tournament, The eight hardball
courts were in top notch condition.
Fred Abraham {Wayne YM-YWHA) played four 45+ division
round-robin matches in his first-ever national tournament. His
play was spirited and the experience will be an asset in future
tournaments. Bob Pinelli (Wayne) playing in his second national
tournament, won his 50+ first match (3-0), followed by a (3-0)
loss to Paul Chan from Atlantic City in a well plaved, tight
match, John Cosmi, an NNISREA Board member and an active,
competitive hardball and softball player, won his first match
convincingly (3-0) in the 55+ draw, but lost to New Yorker
Henry Steinglass (3-1) in the quarter-finals. Another first time
national player, Rich Kopec (Montclair) won his first 50+ draw
match (3-0) and then went on to lose his next to Bill Giese, a
long-time, top ranked player from the Meron Cncket Club,
Pennsylvania, (3-0). Bob Penotti {Wayne) drew a bye in the first
round of the 70+, then defeated John Pearscn of West Virginia
(3-0), followed by a (3-0) loss to sguash lepend Henri Salaun of
Massachuosetts in the semi-finals. Also in the 70+ division, Tom
Dolan, a Montclair player and NNJSRA Board member, returned
to national competition after knee surgery, He won his first
match (3-0) over John Bennett from Salt Lake City, Utah. Dolan,
a long time top-ranked mational player, then lost (3-0) to Larry
Meltzer (New York), who then went on to defeat perennial
winner Henri Salaun in an exciting (3-1) upset. Harold BoddorfT
of Ocean City won his first match in the 75+ draw over Carter
Ferpuson of Pennsylvania, (3-0) and then lost to Roberl Cornell
of Connecticut (3-0) in the quarters. A former national champion,
Boddorff missed last wear's competiion due to illness but
continues to display his longtime crafty and expencnced playing
ability. Absent from this year's competition due to illness were
60+ Bob Pyle from Short Hills and NNJSRA Board Secretary
and Jomathan Kohn, a long-time Moniclair player also in the
o+ division. Both are recovering micely and are expected to be
back on the courts soon.
Players, wives and guests were treated to wonderful cultural and
social activities including visits to art centers, galleries, and a tea
ceremony at the Japanese Gardens. The Saturday might cocltail
hour and banquet was held at the Wadsworth Mansion, an area
landmark historic building.  The 2002 National Hardball
Toumnament will be held the last weekend of February at the
Harvard Club in New York City.
